Classroom Expectations

1.  Students should arrive on time, prepared, attentive, and polite.  Students should never interfere with the teacher’s ability to teach and other students’ ability to learn.

Students will have one day, for each day of absence, to make up missed work.  If you are absent, YOU are responsible for getting the work that you missed.  You should have at least two phone numbers of students in the class that you can call in case of an absence.
